Professor de la Mare writes: ‘The Eighth Colloque of the Comlté
Internationale de Paléographie Latine was held at the Vatican
Library from 20-22 September 1990 under the auspices of Father
Leonard Boyle, President of the Comité. The main théme of the
meeting was the problem of dating manuscripts written ‘between the
twelfth and fourteenth centuries. Papers were given on:many aspécts
of the problem, and manuscripts and charters from Austria, England,
France, Germany, Italy, Portugal and Spain were discussed. On the
whole the most helpful papers were those which addressed specific or
limited rather than general issues, for example, Aliza: COhen-
Mushlin’s discussion of the suc¢cession of scribes active at -
Frankenthal in the twelfth century, Frangois. Avril's paper. on the
extraordlnary pen decoration of a group of manuscripts localizable
to Rome in the late fourteenth and early fifteenth centuries, and
Ian Doyle on the development of pen flourishing: in' later’ fourteenth-
century England., L. Reynhout's illustration of how. the: wordlng of
scribal colophons can assist in the datlng and 1ocallzlng of
manuscripts was also illuminating, as was Father R. Wielockx’s
account of the varying forms of the "-ur"™ abbreviation in a group of
scholastic manuscripts! It was agreed that neither abbreviations
used and their frequency (G. Battelli) nor style of punctuatlon N
(Malcolm Parkes) were reliable guides to dating in this périecd.:
Albert Derolez suggested that patterns of rullng m;gn; however prove
to be so. J.P. Gumbert summed up the general impression. of the -
meeting, in the words of E.G. Turner: . "In the last rescrt a -
judgement has to be made and judgement is fallible™.’ -

LOCATION REGISTER OF MODERN LITERARY MANUSCRIPTS

Following the publication in book form of the first project,
covering papers of literary authors who lived in any part of the
twentieth century (1988), the database remains open, and can be
updated. Editorial maintenance remains the responsibility of the
team at Reading; a contractual agreement with the British Library
ensures computer maintenance.

In the United States, discussions about incorporating the file in
the RLIN~AMC database are well advanced. A proposal to create a
new RLIN-based location register of British literary manuscripts in
the USA, will be discussed at the next annual meeting of the RLIN-
AMC users’ group, to be held in March 1991. The second project, to
list papers of literary authors 1700~1899 in British and Irish
repositories, is now fully funded to October 1992, following a year
of successful fund-raising. Work on the collections of Cambridge
colleges, the British Library, the Bodleian Library and the National
Library of Ireland, is planned for 1991. By the end of 1990, the
database contained over 11,000 records. Copies of the annual report
for 1989-90 can be obtained from Dr David Sutton at Reading.

. FLEMISH MANUSCRIPT ILLUMINATION

The Centrum voor de Studie van het Verluchte Handschrift in de
Nederlanden at the Katholieke Universiteit, Louvain, began in
October 1990 a major project, ‘Pre~Eyckian Realism - Flemish
painting and manuscript illumination ¢.1350~1420’, funded by the
university’s Research Council. The activities of Flemish artists
both in Flanders and in French court circles will be studied; the
export of Flemish art around 1400, and the production and use of
books are also within the project’s remit. A data-base devoted to
Flemish manuscripts from c.1400 will be developed. The project will
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conclude in 1993 with an exhibition of the most important Flemish
manuscripts from the period around 1400. A colloquium, "Flanders in
a European perspective. Manuscript illumination around 1400 in
Flanders and abroad" will be held to mark the exhibition.

INDEX OF MEDIEVAL MEDICAL IMAGES

Ynez Viole-0’Neill, Professor of the History of Medicine at the
University of California-Los Angeles, has set up a project to create
a computerised index of the iconography of medicine dating from
before 1500. The project is funded by the U.S. National Library of
Medicine, and aims as a first step to describe miniatures in
manuscripts held in north American collections; a thesaurus will be
developed. Each description will include codicological, textual

and bibliographical information about the manuscript in question. A
Newsletter for the project first appeared in 1989.

NATIONAL REGISTER OF ARCHIVES

At the annual meeting of Welsh archivists, held this year at
Aberystwyth, Alex Ritchie and Mary Ellis of the Historical
Manuscripts Commission spoke about the progress in automating the
indexes of the NRA and gave a demonstration of using the indexes
from a remote location using a telephone link.
